Educational Psychologist (EP) consultations    
Our EP consultations are very popular. We offer consultations for children and young people aged 0 to 18 who are in care or being looked after, have a social worker, were previously looked-after or are in kinship care. Consultations last one hour and are held virtually on Teams.
If you wish to book a consultation, I would advise doing so soon as they are filling up quickly for the summer term. Further details about expectations and how to request a consultation can be found here.

Please do not forget the Proud Certificates for our children in care. The ‘Proud’ button is on our PEP to recognise the achievements of our children, however small. To date, we have awarded over 300 certificates for a variety of reasons.

International Rescue Committee – Healing Spaces Session
This in-person training will be held on Wednesday 29 April and is aimed at anyone who works with refugee children and young people. The session will provide an introduction to trauma-informed approaches, a review of the trauma-informed framework with case studies to demonstrate how it can be implemented in real-life situations, and techniques and strategies to support people dealing with potential trauma.
  
The training, which is free to attend, is hosted by Hampshire Virtual School and delivered by the International Rescue Committee.
