ARC webinar presented by Rowhill School – Opening Doors: Our Journey to a Restorative, Trauma-Informed School

Join Hampshire Virtual School and Rowhill School as they reflect on Rowhill's determined journey to review, rebuild and reframe relationships and culture.

Matt Poole, Assistant Headteacher, explains how one of the most transformative steps they have taken has been the introduction of restorative and relational practice, underpinned by a trauma-informed approach. Here he explains how this approach has improved behaviour and outcomes.

International Rescue Committee – Healing Spaces Session
