l	Find a quiet place.
l	Talk about the pictures and read 

some or all of the words.
l	Give your baby time to respond 

- using facial expression, sounds, 
or pointing.

l	Repeat or respond to the sounds 
or responses your baby makes.

l	Your baby will enjoy looking at 
their favourite books again and 
again.

l	Don’t read for too long, notice 
your baby’s responses and stop 
when they’ve had enough.
